UK POLITICIANS CALL ON UN TO PRIORITISE RELEASE OF POLITICAL PRISONERS IN BURMA

Former leaders of the UK’s three main political parties have added their support to the petition, thanks to
Christian Solidarity Worldwide.

The Shadow Foreign Secretary William Hague MP said, "In the wake of the shocking prison sentences
imposed on activists in Burma, and the regime's continuing crimes against humanity, it is vital that we do
everything in our power to summon up the will of the international community to influence the junta in
Burma and seek the release of all political prisoners." Neil Kinnock, Labour Party leader from 1983-92 and
David Steel, Liberal Party leader from 1976-88, both now in the House of Lords, also added their support.

The Shadow Secretary of State for International Development, Andrew Mitchell MP, is another
signatory to the petition. Mr Mitchell became the first elected British politician in many years to visit
Rangoon in 2007, where he met former political prisoners. He also visited internally displaced peoples inside
